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Polling Districts & Polling Places Review

Background

Within each local authority area, legislation requires councils to carry out reviews of the
Polling Districts and Polling Places in that area.

A council’s area is divided into polling districts, with one or more polling districts making up a
district ward, with a polling place being an area or building within a polling district in which a
polling station is situated.

This Council’s last full review was held in 2013. The Electoral Registration & Administration
Act 2013 governs the timings of compulsory reviews. The next compulsory review is due to
commence in the 16 month period beginning on 1 October 2018. A council can conduct a
review at any time, but it will still have to conduct a full review during the compulsory
timeframe.

During the recent electoral review of Scarborough Borough Council, the Local Government
Boundary Commission for England (LGBCE) recommended new ward boundaries across
the area. In addition to this, they recommended new parish ward boundaries in Whitby. The
recommendations were agreed and the details of that review (with interactive maps) can be

As a consequence of the changes to Wards and Parishes, some of the polling districts in the
Borough are no longer suitable, not coterminous and will need to be altered to aid the
administration of future elections.

The Council conducted a full polling district and polling place review throughout October and
November 2018 to make consequential changes brought about by the LGBCE electoral
review. Consultation on these initial proposals closed on Thursday 22 November 2018.

The initial proposals were distributed to local community groups, action groups, disability
groups, charities, political parties, Ward Councillors, Parish Councils and County
Councillors. Representations were received and considered, and the final
recommendations are presented within this document.

Ordinarily, the Register of Electors is revised and published on 01 December annually. This
process will lead to a requirement to re-publish a revised Register of Electors on 01
February 2019.
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Summary of Representations and FINAL Recommendations

All representations received based on the initial proposals can be seen in the following table
(page 4) for ease of reference. Any changes have also been updated within the relevant
Ward tables throughout the document. To summarise:

No changes have been made to the proposed polling districts

One polling place has been broadened (see Streonshalh Ward, VB — Abbey No. 2),
due to uncertainly of the availability of the assigned polling premise (for the
scheduled May 2019 elections and beyond):

o The initial proposed polling place will have restricted the possible polling
premise to be only the Salvation Army as a polling premise.

o0 Re-allocating the polling place, by broadening its geographical area to
encompass the whole polling district, allows the polling station/premise to be
reallocated to a suitable alternative (yet to be ascertained) in the event of the
current venue becoming unavailable at short notice

0 Once the use of the existing (and proposed) premise has been confirmed,
any future polling district review can review this area again, and if appropriate,
reassign the polling place to be a smaller (preferred) geographical area within
the polling district

The (Acting) Returning Officer is satisfied that the change to the above polling place
allows a suitable polling premise to be allocated should the perceived risk of a
premise closure occur at the Salvation Army in polling district Abbey No. 2 (VB).
0 The (Acting) Returning Officer proposes no change to the current polling
premise, until the outcome of the closure of the existing premise be
confirmed.
